We have been looking at ways to make the process of submitting DVD support material easier and will now be using Vimeo. www.vimeo.com
Vimeo allows you to upload your moving image support material to their website in a range of file formats. This can be done securely with a password to protect the confidentiality of your material. You will need to upload the link and password on your media form, to your online application. We will be able to access and download the video support material to send on to the board.
This was trialled in the August 2010 round with positive results. 

How to use Vimeo: 

Vimeo is very user friendly and their website has links to online tutorials and faqs that should be able to answer most questions. We have also put together these basic guidelines. 
Sign up to Vimeo – a basic account will allow you to upload up to 500MB per week(free or you can elect to upgrade to Vimeo Plus) 

1. Upload your video file and clearly title your video for your application*
2. Choose settings – tick the boxes to 

· allow other people to download the source video
· make this video private and

· password protected
3. Record your video file title, URL details and password which you must include with your online application. We suggest you use your application number as the password to your material, however, you may use any password you chose.
4. Record the URL and password on the media form you are uploading with you application.

*Please note your upload may take some time, according to your bandwidth and upload speeds, so ensure to start this process well before the application deadline.
